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We glorify God by building healthy relationships with God, 

with one another, and with our community following the 

example of Jesus Christ.  

 

If we are committed to building healthy relationships with God, with 

each other, and with our community, what part of our lives and our 

beings wonõt be transformed ? It took me a thesaurus and some 

intentional pondering to reject other word possibilities and decide the 

appropriate word choice in the above sentence is transformed.  

 

It is impossible to underestimate the power of language. Language does make a 

difference. It can change attitudes and shape behaviors. The words we use can alienate 

or bring people together. They can narrow support or broaden it. They can create a 

reason for division or for common support.  Words and language can invite us to be 

transformed.  

 

In their book, How the Way We Talk Can Change the Way We Work, Robert Kegan and 

Lisa Laskow Lahey propose seven languages of transformation, four that focus on 

personal change and three that focus on social change:  

1. From the language of complaint to the language of commitment. Hidden beneath 

every complaint is something we care about. If we didnõt care, we wouldnõt 

complain. The shift from the language of complaint to the language of commitment 

invites us to see possibilities where we could see none before and encourages us to 

come together to make those possibilities realities.  

2. From the language of blame to the language of responsibility. Blaming encourages a 

desire to fix the problem as quickly as possible by getting rid of or changing the one 

who is at fault. Or, on the other hand, it encourages a hopeless fatalism that sees 

the organization as a victim of forces over which it has no control. The shift from 

the language of blame to the language of personal responsibility invites us to claim 

responsibility for our lives and the life of our congregation, recognizing that we are 

not victims. This shift opens us to experience the power of God at work in our midst, 

something that is impossible when the response to every challenge is blame. This 

personal responsibility is the beginning point for developing a sense of shared 

responsibility for meeting the challenges St. Peter faces. This sense of shared 

responsibility ð that we are all in this together and can do something about it ð is a 

source for common ground.  
3. From the language of New Yearõs resolutions to the language of competing 

commitments. Why are New Yearõs resolutions so hard to keep? They are about 

change, usually positive change ð about commitments we want to make. And yet, by 

February 1, they are usually long forgotten. The problem is fear ð the fear of what 

may happen when we do what we say we want to do. In fact, this change might 

betray other commitments we have. If we are not aware of the existence of these 

other commitments, these other things we cherish, their power to offset our 

commitment to change continues to grow. In organizations seeking to be 

transformed, it is important to talk about conflicting commitments ð not only the 

new possibilities that change brings, but also losses, pain, and fear. In doing this, it 

encourages us to understand that competing commitments that are helpful to the 

congregation and our mission are not a threat to the life of our congregation but can 

be the basis for growth.                                   Pastorõs page continued on page 16

Everyone mark you calendarsé Lenten Worship Schedule  
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This year we celebration Holy Week, March 28 ð April 3. The week before Easter begins with the 

Sunday of Passion (Palm Sunday) and ends with the Three Days (Maundy Thursday evening, Good 

Friday through Easter evening.) Holy Week has been observed since the middle of the third century.  

 

SUNDAY  OF  THE  PASSION  

This is the first day of Holy Week and is also known as Palm Sunday. The entry of Christ into 

Jerusalem, marking the beginning of his passion, has been observed and celebrated by Christians 

since at least the fourth century.  

 

The first day of Holy Week focuses on two realities: Christõs entry into Jerusalem and the beginning of 

his most intense sufferings. The first is simply an introduction to the second. For this reason, the 

Church has renamed this Sunday to give primary attention to Christõs passion and yet encouraging 

attention to the events surrounding his entry into the Holy City.  

 

The liturgy of the Sunday of Passion has two distinct parts: the reenactment of Christõs entry into 

Jerusalem which is characterized by a sense of celebration; and the commemoration of his passion 

which maintains a sense of quiet restraint.  

 

We gather outside the church to prepare for the procession with palms. Palm branches are distributed 

to all worshipers and we enter the sanctuary singing òAll Glory, Laud, and Honor.ó The second part of 

the liturgy for the Sunday of Passion begins with the Prayer of the Day. The reading of the Passion 

Gospel occupies a prominent position in this dayõs liturgy. When the entire Passion Gospel is read, the 

sermon may be considerably abbreviated or omitted altogether.  

 

M AUNDY  THURSDAY  

Thursday of Holy Week commemorates the institution of the Lordõs Supper and the betrayal of Jesus. 

Maundy means òcommandó the new command Christ gave to us as we share in our Lordõs Supper, the 

new command that Christians are to be servants first.  

 

The Maundy Thursday liturgy signals the conclusion of the Lenten season by providing the absolution 

that had been promised during the Ash Wednesday liturgy. In addition, this liturgy re -presents and 

commemorates what occurred in the Upper Room that night when Christ was betrayed and taken 

captive.  

 

The mood of this liturgy is a fascinating mixture of emotions. Because of the gift of absolution and the 

institution of the Lordõs Supper, Christians feel gratitude and know joy. Because of the treachery of 

Christõs arrest, Christians feel intense regret and know anguish. As such, this nightõs liturgy solemnly 

leads Christians toward the Good Friday commemoration of Jesusõ death and burial. 

 

The celebration of Holy Communion provides the primary focus of this day. As well, we experience 

reconciliation by means of absolution. The repentance expressed on Ash Wednesday is given profound 

response through the forgiveness of sin offered on Maundy Thursday.  

 

To symbolize the humiliation Jesus endured at the hands of the soldiers and to ready the worship 

space for the Good Friday liturgy, the Maundy Thursday liturgy concludes with the stripping of the 

altar of all linens, paraments, and adornments. Psalm 22 is read while the altar is being stripped.  

 

Because this liturgy is the first part of a unified liturgy extending through the Vigil of Easter, the 

benediction is not given on either Maundy Thursday or Good Friday, but is delayed until the Vigil of 

Easter. The congregation departs in silence.

Holy week  
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GOOD  FRIDAY  

Good Friday is the day on which Christians celebrate the triumph of the cross through Christõs 

crucifixion, death, and burial. It is thought that this day may have originally been called òGodõs 

Friday,ó eventually evolving into Good Friday. This is indeed a Good Friday for it is the day that God 

triumphed over sin and death.   

 

A large rough -hewn wooden cross is used in the Good Friday liturgy.  The worship service includes 

reflection, intercession, and the adoration of Christ. The service centers on the reading of the Passion 

according to John and a bidding prayer. The congregation gathers and departs in silence.  

 

THE  V IGIL  OF  EASTER  

This is the prominent Christian liturgy of light, Word, Baptism, and Eucharist, celebrated on Easter 

Eve. The Vigil of Easter is the oldest celebration in the church year, and the original way the early 

Christians celebrated the Resurrection in an annual observance.  

 

The Vigil is full with symbols ð light and darkness, fire and water, bread and wine ð and with 

dramatic transitions - from darkness to light, from death to new life, from bondage to liberation, from 

fasting to great Eucharistic feasting. Throughout, Christõs passage from death to resurrection is 

celebrated as a new moment in salvation history, a moment when Christians are active participants 

through Baptism and Word and Eucharist.  

 

The Vigil consists of four parts: Light, Readings, Baptism, and Eucharist. The Service of Light focuses 

on the paschal candle, an ancient symbol of the Risen Christ. The Service of Readings rehearses Godõs 

mighty acts in history, read in and by the light of Christ. The readings are all from the Old Testament. 

The Service of Holy Baptism follows. Since the beginning of the third century, the Vigil has been the 

primary time to celebrate Baptism, since Baptism is the sacrament of being joined to Christõs death 

and Resurrection. The climax of the Vigil is the first Eucharist of Easter, the sacrament in which the 

Risen Christ is present in bread and wine and the moment we proclaim: òChrist Is Risen!ó
